Act as a liaison between pharmacy management and clinical healthcare staff in
clinical areas.

. Encourage completion of adverse drug reaction cards, medication incident reports

Please note that you will be contacted mainly by mobile phone and email. It is important that your
mobile phone number, postal address and email address are correct.

Competency based interviews follow the shortlisting stage of the recruitment process. Credit is
awarded by the interview panel to candidates who demonstrate at interview that they possess the
experience, competencies and skills listed in the person specification.
